Tour Highlights: Upon your arrival in Ulaanbaatar, meet Samar Magic Tours team. Adventure Gobi desert Mongolia
Tour gets you to the Southern regions of Gobi desert. The Gobi Desert is the source of many important fossil finds,
including the first dinosaur eggs. Despite the harsh conditions, these deserts and the surrounding regions sustain
many animals, including black-tailed gazelles, marbled polecats, Bactrian camels, Mongolian wild ass and sand
plovers. They are occasionally visited by snow leopards, brown bears, and wolves. Camel riding, meeting nomadic
people, staying in a traditional tent, seeing grasslands and beautiful vistas. Explore Yolyn Am Canyon in Gobi desert.
Climb up the towering piles of the Largest Hongor Sand dunes. Expedition to the Spectacular Flaming Cliffs in Gobi
desert, where many fossilized dinosaur bones and eggs have been found. We would be pleased to have you join
us.

The Best Time to Travel to Mongolia: The travel season begins in mid-May, when the tourist Gers camps start
opening. July and August are the peaks tourist season. September is autumn.

Day 1-Upon your arrival in Ulaanbaatar, meet Samar Magic Tours team. (D)

Day 2-Bagazarin Chuluu in Middle Gobi. (B)(L)(D)

Day 3-Yolin Am Canyon or Valley of Vultures in Gobi Gurvansaikhan National Park. (B)(L)(D)
Day 4-Hongor Largest Sand dunes in Gobi desert-Camel riding. (B)(L)(D)

Day 5-Bayanzag (Rich in Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs in Gobi desert. (B)(L)(D)

Day 6-Saikhan Ovoo & Ongi Temple in Middle Gobi. (B)(L)(D)

Day 7-Ulaanbaatar. (B)(L)(D)

Day 8-Departure Mongolia. (B)
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Day-by-day ltinerary:

Day 1-Upon your arrival in Ulaanbaatar, meet Samar Magic Tours team and transfer to your selected hotel. The
check-in time at hotel is after 02:00P.M. In the afternoon, City tour: visits the National History Museum-where you will
see artifacts from Mongolia and Central Asia from the Stone Age to the present and the Genghis or Chinggis Khaan
square-this is the main square in the heart of Ulaanbaatar. Here you will see a large statue of the Genghis or Chinggis
Khaan-inaugurated in 2006 on the occasion of 800th Anniversary of the Great Mongolian Empire of Genghis Khan
(1206-2006), the Sukh Baatar Hero along with The Parliament House, Stock Exchange, the Drama Theater and the
Palace of Culture. 06:00 P.M.-National Performers (concert which includes the Tsam dance, traditional Mongolian
singers, dancers, Tuvan throat singing and contortionists). Welcome dinner in local restaurant. Overnight at selected
hotel. (D)

Day 2-In the early morning, visit the Gandantegchinlen Monastery is a Tibetan-style Buddhist monastery that has
been restored and revitalized since 1990. The Tibetan name translates to the "Great Place of Complete Joy". It
currently has over 150 monks in residence. It features a 26.5-meter-high statue of Avalokitesvara. It came under state
protection in 1994. Afterward, drive towards south to Bagazarin Chuluu in Middle Gobi-this is 1768m high, 15km long,
10km wide rocky mountain and is perfect for short trekking and walks around the surrounding area. You will see rocks
and stones in unique shapes and buries of Mongols from middle ages. Dinner and overnight in tourist Gers camp in
Bagazarin Chuluu. (B)(L)(D)

Day 3-Drive south towards the Yolin Am Canyon or Valley of Vultures in Gobi Gurvansaikhan National Park. On the
way, we explore Sum Khukh Burd Temple. It was built in the 10th century from rocks transported from over 300kms
away. The Gobi Gurvansaikhan National Park was established in 1993, and expanded to its current size in 2000. This
the largest national park in Mongolia. Afternoon, you will have the opportunity for hiking in the ice valley of Gobi, the
stunning landscapes. There is a small museum, which displays dinosaur eggs, some bones and stuffed birds and
leopards. Explore the area on foot. Dinner and overnight in tourist Gers camp. (B)(L)(D)

Day 4-A long trip towards to Hongor Giant Sand dunes in Gobi desert. Arrive and to be transferred. Exploration and
enjoy and climb up to over 200 m high Khongoryn els (Singing sand dunes) and ride two humped camels around
picturesque desert oasis Khongor river. Visit an authentic camel breeding family. See their real nomadic life. Overnight
in tourist Gers camp in Hongor sand dunes. (B)(L)(D)

Day 5-Drive towards to Bayanzag (Rich in Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs in South Gobi desert. Explore Bayanzag (Rich in
Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs-here Roy Chapman Andrews, an American paleontologist and staff of the Museum of Natural
History in New York first found 4-6 inches dinosaur eggs here in 1922. The large dinosaur skeletons placed at the
Museum of Natural History in Ulaanbaatar was also found here by a Russian-Mongolian expedition. Bayanzag is
referred as Flaming Cliffs for its amazing colors and shape). Enjoy the Gobi sunset at the legendary “Flaming Cliffs,”
which glow brilliantly at sunrise and sunset. Dinner and overnight in tourist Gers camp in Bayanzag. (B)(L)(D)

Day 6-A long trip towards north to reach Ongi Temple-the unique 17th century sole monastery at the heart of the
desert. Ongiin khiid (also referred as Ongi Monastery ruins) is an active small monastery with a temple which was built
on the ruins of a monastery complex that was formerly one of the largest monasteries in Mongolia and founded in
1760 and consisted of two separate temples complexes, Barlim khiid and Khutagt khiid, on the North and South of the
Ongi Gol river about 18 km from Saikhan-Ovoo sub-provincial center, Dungobi (middle) province. Dinner and
overnight in tourist Gers camp in Middle Gobi. (B)(L)(D)

Day 7-A long trip back to Ulaanbaatar. Continuous drive to UB. Arrive and transfer to hotel. Shopping for souvenirs
and cashmere is optional. Farewell dinner at local restaurant. (B)(L)(D)

Day 8-Breakfast. Transfer. Departure Mongolia. (B). End of our services.
